MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
January 12, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Medina, Mr. Derr, Mr. Moralez, Ms. Fawess, Mr. Robol, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Mayor Aber, Doug Diehl, Assistant Fire Chief Whitenight, Attorney Benion, Chief Zettlemoyer, and Kevin Mertz. TeaJay Aikey joined via zoom. 
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved the minutes from the December 8, 2021, Council meeting with one correction. 

On motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the January 3, 2022 Reorganizational Meeting. 
Report of the Borough Manager:  Mrs. Novinger reported that the Borough has retained its PSAB+ Training membership for 2022 which all Borough Officials and staff are entitled to access. She will e-mail a link to the training schedule and take care of anyone wishing to register for a training. There is a Newly Elected Council Member Bootcamp that she encouraged all newly elected council members to consider. It is offered both online and in-person. All requests for training need to be pre-approved by Council if there is a cost associated with the training. This includes fees and mileage reimbursement. Mr. John Pfeil stated that when he took the course, it was very helpful. Ms. Fawess mentioned the Borough News magazine and stated that it provides very useful information. 
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber informed Council that he has met with the Chief a few times and has also met with most of the downtown businesses. He also asked that everyone stay safe during the upcoming predicted snowstorm. 
Report of the President of Council:  President Walker had no report.
Consideration to Elect the Vice-President position on Council:  President Walker clarified that at the last meeting, the tie vote that should have been voted on was for Mr. Moralez. He then said we would re-do this election and entertained nominations. Mrs. Meckley nominated Mr. Swartz. Mr. Derr nominated Mr. Moralez. On motion of Mr. John Pfeil, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, nominations were closed. With a roll-call vote for Mr. Swartz resulting in 3 yay – 6 no; and a roll-call vote for Mr. Moralez resulting in 5 yay – 4 no, Mr. Moralez was named Vice-President. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that the Christmas program went great, and they were able to help nearly 50 children. Mrs. Novinger helped deliver some of the gifts and felt it was very much appreciated by the families. He thanked everyone that helped make this program a success. Next, he informed Council that Julia Skinner, Assistant District Attorney, will be leaving her position. She has accepted a position with a district attorney’s office in southern Pennsylvania. Chief Zettlemoyer requested that he and the Borough Manager send a letter recognizing her services. On motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved this request. President Walker noted concerns with the pay rate for this position in our County. He suggested council members contact the Commissioners and other County officials to express their concerns on this matter. 

The Chief also informed Council that they now have annual parking permits for the municipal lot. President Walker asked about the License Plate Readers. Chief stated that they are still on hold and that he and Mrs. Novinger have been in touch with the company. Body cams are anticipated to be here the first week of March. 
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported the latest hire, Matt Munson has completed his probationary period, met all of the qualifications, and is doing well. They are in the process of picking up Christmas trees and this will continue until Friday. There was an issue with the traffic light on Front and Center that was fixed today. He reminded everyone to not throw snow back onto the streets once they have plowed. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Assistant Chief Arthur Whitenight reported stating that so far in January they have responded to 7 calls for service. The volunteer EMS staff has had 15 calls for service. Micu 15 has responded to 94 calls for service. He also reported that the department’s 2021 response statistics, including Fire and rescue calls – 352, volunteer ambulance or medical assistance calls – 402, Micu – 2,385. Among those calls there were 20 building fires, 47 vehicle accidents, and eight water rescues. The new fire engine is expected to be delivered in late June.

On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Derr and carried, Council authorized Attorney Benion to


prepare and advertise an ordinance to vacate an alley in the 2nd ward.

On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council authorized the Borough 


Manager to change the HRA savings account to an HRA checking account.

On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council authorized the Borough


Manager to continue to utilize Brough Business Consulting for Quick Book assistance for a not to


exceed cost of $2,700.00. 

H.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills 


from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the 


amount of $289,590.74.

President Walker addressed Council stating that now that Council has re-organized, it’s best if we all work together for the betterment of the community. We have to have open communication lines.
