MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
October 12, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mr. Walker, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mrs. Meckley, Mr. Derr, Ms. Fawess, Mr. Moralez, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Chief Zettlemoyer, Mayor Aber, and Attorney Wiley. Mr. Robol, Mr. John Pfeil, and Mr. Powell were absent. 
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved the minutes from the September 28, 2022, Council meeting. Mrs. Meckley abstained.

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger informed Council that we were one of the few communities to receive the full KMIT Safety grant award of $2,500 (no match requirement). We purchased a grappling hook for the Kioti tractor that we are currently utilizing on the Borough-wide brush pick-up. We will also be purchasing additional PPE items to help reduce the losses we have seen over the past five (5) years. 

The PA Auditor General released the 2022 State Aid value - $5,180.45 (more than the anticipated $4,797.28). 

She then stated that the Winterfest Committee has a letter submitted for approval later in the agenda outlining all their upcoming events, however an additional item was emailed to her after the letter was submitted. Brenda Reeder emailed to ask if David Hoover (Milton native) could bring his reindeer, Prancer, to the tree lighting event. Both David and the Dept of Ag would approve the location of the pen in Lincoln Park. David Hoover and Prancer the reindeer are Pa. Department of Agriculture and USDA certified and fully insured. Nothing additional would be required from the Borough. 

Following is a 4 Paws Sake 3rd Quarter Update: We had 4 strays (1 was not borough, was New Columbia) and 3 additional dogs that we assisted with in some way (connecting finder and owner, taking call, and making initial post on FB, leading to lost dog being found).

 

Three borough strays were returned to the owner all within 24 to 48 hours. New Columbia stray was not claimed by an owner and is currently in foster care. It was an extremely malnourished Rottweiler. The foster has been following veterinarian feeding protocol for him to put on weight safely so that he can be neutered.

Mrs. Novinger reported that The Cherished Cat Rescue has reached out regarding the email she sent addressing our feral cat concerns. She and Sarah Kline will be setting up a call so she can learn more about those services or assistance this organization may be able to provide. 

She is continuing to work on the draft 2023 budget. She is in the process of meeting with department heads and getting pricing on renewals of insurances, etc. 


Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber thanked Chief Zettlemoyer and the Police Department for their quick response to the shooting a couple of weeks ago. He reminded everyone to be careful of the children on Halloween.

Report of the President of Council:  President Walker also thanked the Police Department for their response to the recent shooting. He then thanked Sam Shaffer and the Public Works crew for a great job with brush pick-up. 


Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that they are waiting for a hearing regarding the shooting incident. He thanked all of the surrounding departments that assisted them. He reminded everyone to be careful and watch for children walking on Halloween. 
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported they are working on the dirt alleys and should be done soon. Brush pick-up is going well. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Deputy Chief Lupo reported that the Fire Department responded to 19 calls last month and 9 so far this month. The Micu has had 87 calls this month. He also reported that they are waiting for a call for the new engine to be complete, which should be soon. Mrs. Novinger stated that the Borough will finalize the paperwork and work on the title and tags.

A. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council adopted Resolution #22-11
for the Elimination/Reduction of members’ Contributions for the Police Pension Plan.

#22-112 for the Northumberland County Hazard Mitigation Plan.

C. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved entering into an agreement with Northumberland County for snow removal on the bridges and sidewalks in the Borough. 

D. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved hiring Clarence Kelly as a part-time officer starting at Step 1 according to the CBA which is $26.00/hour as an at-will, part-time Police Officer. He is currently employed full-time with Point Township. 

E. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Derr and carried, Council approved Change Order #2 for the Marsh Road Project.
F. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the amount of $489,785.51. 

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council adjourned at 7:18 p.m.
