The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mr. Walker, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mrs. Meckley, Mr. Derr, Mr. Powell, Mr. Robol, Mr. John Pfeil, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Moralez. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Doug Diehl, Chief Zettlemoyer, Mayor Aber, and Solicitor Wiley. Mr. Swartz phoned into the meeting. 
Solicitor Wiley stated that following the Conditional Use Hearing for Mr. Milton, LLC, that was held at 5:30 p.m. prior to this Council meeting, Council held an Executive Session and will make a decision on the proposed uses at the November 22, 2022, Council meeting at 7:00 p.m.
Minutes:  On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the October 26, 2022, Council meeting.

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger reported that she has been working diligently with Department Heads and Budget and Finance Committee to finalize the proposed 2023 budget. She anticipates having the budget and budget narrative ready for full-Council review by Friday, November 11. The first reading of the budget will then be at the upcoming meeting on Tuesday, November 22nd.
Next, she asked for Council’s consideration to place up for sale the 2016 F450 Diesel McCoy Miller Type I Ambulance (transport ambulance), jointly owned by the Warrior Run Area Fire Department and the Borough of Milton. The WRAFD holds the title and Milton is a 50% investor; as such we would receive 50% of the resale value. The shortage of new ambulances has driven the cost of used ambulances upward. We are hoping to see a decent return on this investment. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved this request. 
Mrs. Novinger informed Council that Klacik & Associates, P.C., the Borough’s audit firm, has provided an updated professional services agreement for Council’s review and consideration at the upcoming meeting on Tuesday, November 22nd.  
The Cherished Cat Rescue has reached out regarding the email she sent addressing our feral cat concerns. Mrs. Novinger and Sarah Kline will be setting up a call so she can learn more about the services or assistance this organization may be able to provide. 


Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber reported that he recently attended a ribbon-cutting ceremony in Milton at Beautiful Addiction Salon.  He also reported that he performed a wedding ceremony today.  Friday is Veteran’s Day and thanked all of the veterans for their service. 
Report of the President of Council:  President Walker thanked the Finance Committee and the Borough Manager for all of their work on the budget.  He also thanked Mayor Aber for the monthly meeting.  
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that things went well on Halloween. He met with a representative from the Winterfest Committee and the department will be participating in their events this year. There has been an increase in burglaries in the Borough and an increase in meth use.  
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that they continue with leaf pick-up and will continue until the first plowable snowfall. He recently met with the contractor doing the curb cut project and the project is near completion. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Deputy Chief Lupo reported that the Fire Department responded to 31 calls with 217 manhours. The Micu has had 281 calls this month.

General Government and Finance:
