MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
February 23, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Derr, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Medina, Mr. Moralez, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Mayor Aber, Assistant Fire Chief Whitenight, Attorney Benion, Chief Zettlemoyer, and Kevin Mertz. Doug Diehl was absent. 
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the February 9, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager:  Mrs. Novinger had no report, but she introduced Amy Day who is the Borough’s Payroll Clerk, stating that Amy started in September, has been through her probationary period, and is doing an excellent job. Mrs. Novinger also informed Council that we have hired a new Public Works Operator to replace Tom Zechman who recently retired. 
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber had no report. 
Report of the President of Council:  President Walker informed Council that he attended the Fireman’s Banquet with several other council members and staff and applauded the Fire Department for a great event. 
Next, President Walker informed Council that he has created an adhoc Pool Committee to address the status of the community pool. The committee will consist of, Mr. John Pfeil, Chair, Mr. Swartz, Co-Chair, Mrs. Meckley, Tom Woland, Tony Snyder, Mrs. Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, and Sam Shaffer. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that the police department has been very busy with the nicer weather and people doing more things. He and Mrs. Novinger continue to work on parking issues and will have recommendations for the Executive Committee soon. The body cams are due to be delivered in the beginning of March. They continue to work toward a solution on the License Plate Readers. 
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that they continue to deal with snow removal as needed. They have been clearing out wooded areas at Brown Avenue Park and there is firewood available at the river lot for residents. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Assistant Chief Arthur Whitenight reported that in February they responded to 15 calls for service for 402.33 manhours. The volunteer EMS staff had 19 calls for service in February. Micu 15 responded to 171 calls for service so far in February. 

Public Comments:  Nicole Will, owner of The Two Owls on Broadway and a member of the Downtown Milton Merchants Association, asked Council if the association can present a proposal for having trash cans placed in the downtown area. Mrs. Meckley said that when the cans have been in place in the past, residents have used them to dispose of their household garbage. She suggested the association provide recommendations for the types of trash cans they would like to see in the community. Sam Shaffer stated that cans were previously attached to the light poles in the community. However, they were removed when new poles were installed as part of the streetscape project. President Walker suggested that Ms. Will further discuss the proposal with Mrs. Novinger and come back to Council with suggestions.

Consideration to appoint a representative to the Milton Regional Sewer Authority was tabled for


further discussion. .

B.
Regarding award of the bid for the Cemetery Storage Garage, Mrs. Novinger stated that she is still 


waiting
to hear back from our insurance adjustor and would like to table this for the next meeting. 

C.
On motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved amending 


the agenda to add the purchase of a police vehicle.

D.
On motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved the purchase of 


a 2021 Durango, fully upfitted at a cost of $54,808.00. Attorney Benion stated that we would have to 


go to bid for this purchase because it is over the $21,800 threshold. On motion of Mr. Moralez, 


seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council authorized the Borough Manager to put a refundable


deposit on the vehicle in an effort to hold it. On motion of Mr. John Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Moralez


and carried, Council authorized the Borough manager to purchase the vehicle after the bidding 


process. 

E.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council accepted the resignation


of Robert Benion as Borough Solicitor with regret. 



At this time, Council presented Attorney Benion with a plaque of recognition for his 46 years of service


as the Borough Solicitor and thanked him for serving the Borough.


F.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council accepted the award for


Solicitor to the McCormick Law Firm.

G.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council appointed J. Michael 


Wiley as the Borough’s Solicitor from McCormick Law Firm. 

H.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills 


from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the 


amount of $161,038.36. 

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council adjourned at 7:36 p.m.
