The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:

Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the April 13, 2022, Council meeting with one correction. 

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger had no report. 
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber acknowledged Mrs. Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Amy Day, and Danielle Seidel for Administrative Professional Day and thanked them for the work they do for the Borough. 
He then informed everyone of the opening day for Little League at Brown Avenue Park this Saturday and asked everyone to be cautious when driving in the park. He also informed Council of the Milton Public Library’s Lawn Party fund raiser which will be held on May 14th. 
Report of the President of Council:  President Walker also stated to be cautious when driving due to the Little League Opening day and the nicer weather. He then reported that the committee met regarding no parking on Broadway and there will be a Town Hall meeting on May 11th at 5:30 p.m. at the Borough Hall. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that the department continues to enforce parking. They have been working with the Code Enforcement Officer to get rid of cars in the parking lot. Next, he informed Council that he and Jess met with the County Mental Health to discuss moving forward with the social worker. Both he and Jess stated that they were happy with the progress so far. They did state that the County’s behavioral health department is very understaffed. When asked about the parking meter attendant, Chief Zettlemoyer said they need to find someone who can work more hours. 

Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that the department continues with spring cleanup. They are mowing and still need casual mowers. They have been re-stringing the flag poles. Brush and leaf pick-up is going well.
