MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
June 22, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Derr, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Medina, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Mayor Aber, Attorney Wiley, Chief Zettlemoyer, Deputy Fire Chief Joe Lupo, and Matt Stulberg from the Standard-Journal. Mr. Moralez joined via zoom.
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Derr and carried, Council approved the minutes from the June 8, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger reported that the pole building materials for the cemetery garage have been delivered. Dutchman should be able to start construction very soon. Again, the construction is only anticipated to take two (2) days. 

Next, she informed Council that the Borough has received several calls and emails regarding the pet waste at Lincoln Park while people attended Music in the Park as part of the First Friday events. There have also been complaints about pet waste and dogs running off-leash within the enclosed baseball fields at Brown Avenue Park. Pet waste has also been an issue around the Municipal Parking Lot downtown. She asked all those that have pets to please clean up after your animal. 

The Borough is in the process of working with the Auditor General’s Office to complete a four-year pension audit. This process has been and continues to be very time consuming as the auditor now works remotely so the Borough staff is tasked with scanning all documentation needed and sending it to the auditor. 

Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber had no report.

Report of the President of Council:  President Walker stated that Little League All-star games are ongoing, so Brown Avenue Park is very busy. He asked everyone to please be cautious while driving through the park. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that there has been a recent arson fire that led to the arrest of a juvenile. He thanked the Fire Department for their help with this. Chief Zettlemoyer also stated that the Department has been busy with domestic arrests, one involving a knife and the other strangulation. Department supervisory staff attended a critical incident training held by North Central Terrorism Task Force and the Milton Area School District. The school’s SRO officers also attended advanced training. 

Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that they have started paving. Mowing continues. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Deputy Chief Lupo reported that in June so far, the Fire Department has responded to 28 calls and the Micu has 152. He also reported that engine construction has started. Chief Derr thanked the Police Department for their assistance with the arson case. 
Public Comments:  Kris LaVanish addressed Council with updates from the Milton Public Library stating that their summer programs are going well and are well attended. She also informed Council that their fundraising is going well so far this year. 
At this time, 7:11 p.m., President Walker opened a CDBG Public Hearing. Linda Sterling from SEDA-COG spoke to Council about the rules and regulations of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. The Borough’s allocation for 2022 is $123,562.00 with $20,250 going toward administration. July 13th will be the date for project selection. Because the Borough no longer meets the LMI criteria we are limited on what projects we can do. Currently CDBG funds are being used to demolish an abandoned structure on Beaver Street which the Borough acquired at a tax sale and for curb cuts along Turbot Avenue to increase handicap accessibility. Kris LaVanish asked if the funds could be used to maintain the grounds of the library or help with outreach and services to the elderly. Linda Sterling responded that this would be possible if all criteria were met. Mr. Robol asked what was included in the administrative costs from SEDA-COG. After an explanation from Linda Sterling, she stated that she would send the Professional Services Agreement for Council’s review as their services are extensive. President Walker closed the Public Hearing at 7:38 p.m. and the regular Council meeting resumed. 

Public Works and Cemeteries:   No report. 

Public Safety:  


A.
On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council approved a request from


the Milton Rotary Club to hold the Annual Harvest Festival Bike Race on September 10, 2022, and 


utilize the Milton Fire Police for this event.

B.
The request from the Harvest Festival Committee to hold their 2022 events was tabled for further 


review of their revised layout. Mr. Dale Pfeil will reach out to the Committee.

General Government and Finance:  


A.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Medina and carried, Council adopted Ordinance #1239


to vacate an unnamed, unopened alley in the 4th Ward.

B.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved the purchase of


a new Ram 2023 4500 Ambulance Prep Chassis 4 X 4 for $191,744.00. Mr. Derr abstained.

C.
On motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Mr. Robol and carried, Council adopted Ordinance #1240 


prohibiting parking on Broadway Street from the Norfolk Southern Railroad Crossing east to the end 


of the Borough. Mrs. Meckley and Mr. John Pfeil were opposed. This takes effect immediately. We 


have to order and install signs with a period of 30 days before citations begin. 

D.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved waiving any 


municipal fees for code and zoning permits on the south side of Broadway Street for one(1) year 


effective June 23, 2022. 

E.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills 


from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the 


amount of $137,758.48. 

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
