NEW BUSINESS: PC-2021-10
A REQUESTED REVIEW of the revised Article 6 section of the Milton Borough Zoning Ordinance. Article 6 was revised as requested by PEMA, FEMA, and the ISO for the Community Rating System (CRS). Article 6 is known as the “FLOODPLAIN ORDINANCE”. Also, some clarification revisions were made by the Borough Zoning Officer. If the revisions are found satisfactory, then a motion is requested to recommend approval by the Borough Council of Article 6 as submitted. 
Planning Commission asked why the amendment was required. Doug Diehl responded that FEMA was adding verbiage so that the regulation language was the same whether the municipality’s floodplain was delineated or an A or an AE classification or regardless of a flood insurance study was done or not. Some other clarifications were made to make it easier to obtain permitting for accessory structures and fences in the flood fringe areas. Also, a 1.5’ freeboard is now required by FEMA and several areas had less or none.
