NEW BUSINESS: PC-2022-09
A review for a recommendation to Borough Council of the proposed Conditional Uses for (a) Distribution Facilities, (b) Warehouse Facilities, and a (c) Retail Establishment Use per the specified addresses at the Old ACF Properties now owned by Mr. Milton LLC. 

Planning Commission questions: 

Virginia: Who is presenting? Are you starting Doug? Doug: Yes, Mr. Milton has submitted an application and documents to the Planning Commission for review and a recommendation of approval to the Borough Council to the warehouse & distribution facilities and a retail establishment requests at the specific listed addresses. Mr. Milton has been cooperating with the curing of the violations he has and has a building permit to modify the Solar Panel Distribution Facility. He is installing 3 restrooms as part of that modification. Mr. Milton has provided the answers to the Planning Commission/Zoning Ordinance questions and also to the Conditional Use questions for your review. He has also provided the traffic flow plan for entering and exiting the properties and travel within the property. The traffic flow plan was reviewed and noted that several docks along N. Arch St & Lincoln St will be blocked off from Use. The traffic blocking should be eliminated and no backing onto oncoming traffic. Mr. Milton has hired Mid-Penn Engineering to design the traffic flow plan and also assist them in obtaining the Highway Occupancy Permits from PennDOT. ACF did not have to comply with the HOPs because they were there before PennDOT required the HOPS. Getting the HOPs will help protect Mr. Milton, LLC, from liability due to the approved HOPs. Mid-Penn Engineering, Ken Estep, has had one meeting with PennDOT and is following the requirements as indicated for the submissions to PennDOT. Please understand that there is only a definition difference between the warehousing and the distribution use with the distribution facility being over 15,000 sq.ft.and a warehouse being less sq.ft., otherwise they are the same. Virginia: Understood.
Virginia: Who at PennDOT are they talking with? Doug: Korey Kodish. Dale: Does Mr. Milton understand that he is floodplain and that there are special requirements to comply with? There are a lot of property and businesses that had to comply. Doug: Yes, that is part of the Building Permit approval process. Mr. Milton is not substantially improving the properties & structures, so he is only required to do smart flood proofing and no elevating.

Virginia: Thanks Doug. So, Mr. Milton, you want a Conditional Use for which addresses?

Doug: They are listed on the Agenda for the Conditional Use Hearing I provided to all of you. Virginia: you want a Conditional Use for all of these? Mr. Milton: Yes, I am trying to make things better and trying to use my buildings.

Virginia: Understand that a Conditional Use would allow the property to be used as a good tax base and the trouble with warehousing and distribution facilities are that they do not employ lots of people and tax generation. Mr. Milton: I will employ about six people per structure and maybe even more depending on how it goes. 
Virginia: Doug are we going to have signs put up prohibiting the truck  traffic on the cross streets between North Front St and North Arch & Lincoln St? Yes, Sam has installed what he had on hand and has ordered more. We are looking at adding Walnut St and 5th St to the prohibited list.

Charlie: Where is the list of addresses? Doug: Sorry, I gave you the first copy before I revised the listing and added the addressing specific per the requested Use. 

DICK: Why are the structures listed differently on the traffic flow plan? Doug: that is Mid-Penn’s list on their plan … don’t pay attention to it.

Dale: Could you identify the numbers on the plan with the addressing list?

Doug: Yes, I can do that.

Virginia: I didn’t realize that ACF purchased the old Fire Station. Doug: Yes, it is 383 N Arch St. Tom Shaw: Yeah, they did some time ago … I still remember the fire trucks leaving that station. Doug: I believe they purchased it in the 90s.
Dale: Is that address part of the M Zoning District too? Doug: Yes, it is right beside CBD 1 but is in the M.

Virginia: Will you build furniture there and sell it? Mr. Milton: No, I use to sell so I thought it might work there too. I met with the Milton School today and want to partner with them by Using the old office/school building as a Technical School to help the kids. Dick: Is that old School House / Office part of this? Doug: No.
Virginia: It there a Conditional Use Hearing scheduled? Doug: Yes, January 25, 2023 @ 7pm.
