       10.  NEW BUSINESS: PC-2023-03

To review a request form Mr. Milton, LLC, for a recommendation to Borough Council on the proposed amendment to the Milton Borough Zoning Ordinance Section 309 Uses & Structures Table by adding the Technical School Use to the list of Conditional Uses & Structures Column for the Manufacturing Zoning District.

Planning Commission questions: 

Virginia – Are we going to continually amend the Ordinance? Doug – Anyone has the right to ask for an amendment, it’s the Planning Commission’s task to review the request and make a recommendation to the Borough Council to either approve or deny the request.

Dale Pfeil – Can we place conditions on his request and where is this specifically for?

Doug Diehl – This is a request to add the Technical School Use to the Manufacturing Zoning District list of “allowable by” Conditional Approved Uses. This is to be solely used by Mr. Milton, LLC … this is for all Manufacturing Zoning District properties. Mr. Milton, LLC, simply made the request. They will be back for a Technical School Conditional Use Approval request if the Planning Commission recommends the Borough Council to approve the Conditional Use and amends the Zoning Ordinance as such. 
Dick Specht – Can anyone in the Manufacturing Zoning District apply for it if the Council adds it or just Mr. Milton, LLC??

Doug – Anyone can within the Manufacturing Zoning District.

Doug introduced Erik McCormick & Jessica Rohrbach representing Anocra and McCann School of Business and Technology.
Doug said that he did not hear anything from Mr. Milton, LLC, and that these two individuals were here to represent their interests in leasing space from Mr. Milton, LLC for truck driving classroom instruction and the parking lot area that fronts the 697 Lincoln St warehouse for the driver training with a semi-truck. They did not understand the process and did not realize there was special permission required for that Use. Doug explained the process prior to the meeting and will email Jessica the process for the Zoning Ordinance amendment and also the Conditional Use request if the Borough Council approves the amendment.
Dale – Who is requesting this? 

Doug – Mr. Milton, LLC. They have had a request from Anocra and McCann for the Use, along with several conversations with George Venious. George has a passion to help the Milton Area School District to develop more opportunities for the students to pursue Technical School Education and is searching for ways to help that become a reality if possible.
James Baldwin – I believe that the addition of the Technical School Use would be an appropriate Conditional Use to add to the existing list for the Manufacturing Zoning District.
     
Virginia – Well James are you making a statement or a motion?
        11.  Decision on the proposal of Item # 10:

Motion by James Baldwin to recommend the Milton Borough Council would approve adding the Technical Use to the list of Conditional Uses for the Manufacturing Zoning District and amending the Zoning Ordinance as such. Second by Dick Specht. Motion passes.    
        12.  NEW BUSINESS: PC-2023-04

A review for a recommendation to the Zoning Hearing Board for the proposed Multi-Family Use request that was made by the HANDUP Foundation.
Doug – Explains that the HANDUP Foundation owns the parking area that once was owned and used by the Red Star Steel Company by Ferry Lane. HAND UP wished to build a multi-family apartment building consisting of 6 units. They must first come to the Planning Commission for a review and recommendation to the Zoning Hearing Board for the Special Exception Use approval for a multi-Family building & Use. They also require a variance to reduce the minimum lot size from 18,000 sqft (6 x 3,000sqft / apartment) to 15,170 sqft (6 x 2,528.17sqft / apartment).

Charlie Axtman - Engineer, and Mike Hiller – Architect, present the plans with the commission. 

Virginia – Why not use the raised foundation for garage space?
Charlie & Mike – Cost. They will have a slab on grade.

Virginia – Can they do it in the floodplain?

Doug – Yes but they will need to demonstrate how they will not push water on someone else.

Virginia – Do they meet the 600 minimum sqft per apartment?

Doug – Yes … 624 each.

Dale – What about stormwater?

Virginia – How can they do this without a stormwater plan?

Doug – They must meet the impervious limit for the Zoning District, and they have done that and better. Remember that this site is all impervious and that they will be removing a lot of it and adding pervious area, therefore, they do not need the Stormwater plan since they meet The Zoning District requirements.

Dale – We have not had the time to visit the proposed site or study the request. I appreciate that you are willing to better the area.

Mike – We need to know if we are to move forward with the designs and Zoning Hearing. We do not want to cost the applicant money if this will not be approved.

Dale – I believe that will not be an issue … its just that we have not had time to review this and ask Doug any questions.

Mike - Understood
