OLD BUSINESS: PC-2022-07
A review for a recommendation to the Zoning Hearing Board for approval of the proposed Special Exception Use for a Multi-family dwelling structure conversion from a two-family dwelling / commercial structure at 49 / 51A / 51B / 53 Lower Market Street 

Planning Commission questions: Doug: this property was once used by Path & Bethesda for schooling & counseling of problem students. There were cars and buses and vans parked all over the 100 block of Lower Market Street weekly. Virginia Feigles-Kaar: It was  a church before that. Virginia Feigles-Kaar: Have you seen this property, and have you inspected the apartments? Doug: Yes, I have as they were constructed and for rentals. Doug: By allowing the variance and special exception, this project would provide for off street parking for each apartment plus Mr. Jones’s office. Mr. Jones and Mr. Strosser added that the existing apartments were well done, and the two requested additional apartments would complement the existing. There would be a media office added for Mr. Jones’s business and to manage the apartments from. Also, the project would be finished in phases over the next 3 years so it will cause little disruption to the neighbors. Virginia Feigles-Kaar: Any more questions? We can take up to 45 days to review and make a recommendation? I  guess we already set a precedent by giving Miller approval for his on Broadway. What would you like to do?  Doug: No, you actually did not set a precedent since each request is judged on its own merits. I would ask that you all would vote on a recommendation due to the fact that this project will be in front of the Zoning Hearing Board on October 27, 2022.

       12.  NEW BUSINESS: PC-2022-08
A review for a recommendation to Borough Council for approval of the proposed Conditional Uses to be added to the Permitted Uses for the Old ACF Properties now owned by Mr. Milton LLC. 
Opening: Virginia Feigles-Kaar: So, what are you presenting tonight? Doug: I am presenting the application for MR. Milton, LLC, who is requesting Conditional Uses for a trucking terminal for school buses, a warehouse / distribution / storage facility. The following is submitted to you all for review: A map of the 50 acres with details which is the same as the pdf I sent you all, definitions of the requested Conditional Uses, preliminary site plans with parking & traffic access & traffic flow for each request, the planning commission application, the Conditional Use application including the requirements as outlined in the zoning ordinance, the zoning district Uses &Structures page, information on “Fly-Ash” from Google, and the floodplain regulations for hazardous materials in the floodplain.
13.   Planning Commission Questions: Virginia Feigles-Kaar: Will these Conditional Uses be for everything on the 
property? Dale Pfeil: Does he get free reign to do what he wants in the structures once he gets approval? Will he 
need to come back before you, or us, or the Council again?
Doug: Just so that it is clear, you can put conditions on any recommendation to the Council or the Zoning Hearing Board, whichever is the deciding board. Virginia Feigles-Kaar: We can actually do that? Doug: It is done all the ime whether it’s a variance or Special Exception, or a Conditional Use.

Doug: I had a meeting with David today and explained again to him that the Conditional Use request is building specific. It is not for any other structure on the site except the structure he requested it for. I will apply the same method as I have at the Old Milton Shoe facility which works well. Each building is given a Certificate of Occupancy for the Use & Occupancy Limit per the building code and Zoning Use. Any change in a tenant must be approved by my office before the new tenant taking possession. A new certificate of occupancy will be given with the approval to rent. THIS WILL HAPPEN EACH TIME A TENANT CHANGES.
Tom Shaw: So, you must  keep control of that situation too?

Doug: Yes, but it works.

David: I understand and will promise to do my best for the community as I am apart of it with my businesses. Doug has been very helpful.
Virginia Feigles-Kaar: So, you are proposing a trucking terminal so that you can park buses used by the Milton School District and use some of the offices for support? David: Yes, the buses move the kids to and from school here. The bus company will enter and exit per this plan and park there.

Virginia Feigles-Kaar: You understand that we ask these questions because we want to make sure what is happing there because if the neighbors start complaining we know what is going on. Traffic can cause issues really quick.

Dale Pfeil: You’re not using any buildings? Doug: at this time no but the bus company may use part of one to clean and detail the buses. Dale Pfeil: What about the fuel and maintenance? Will they be having a fueling station on site and doing repairs? David: no. Doug: Currently the bus company has a tanker truck for fueling if needed otherwise they fuel and get repaired elsewhere. Dale Pfeil: What id they change their minds to do it here? Will we see that? Doug: Depending on if land development required … yes, otherwise No, I will see it from the Building Code side.
Virginia Feigles-Kaar: I see a request for a Storage/warehouse/distribution facility on the application. Where is this happening? David: Its Fly-Ash. Doug: They are requesting to use the blue/yellow building at the north end of the site as a Fly-Ash distribution (transfer) facility from truck to rail cars. Dale Pfeil: I saw the handout and Fly-Ash appears it can be hazardous and cause several issues as explained in the handout. How do you propose to handle those issues? Doug: David would you explain the process please. David: it is all contained in the building. They drive in enclosed sealed trucks and load it into the railroad. Doug: can you explain how? Shawn: Each truck is brought in and unloaded by a pump system into the railcar. Everything is sealed so there is no spilling and dust. Each truck has its own pump. They extract air from the railcar, so the Ash settles and stays in it. Doug: So, basically the truck is similar to a grain truck? Shawn: Yes sir. Mark Pawling: It’s a slick system. George Connolly: There is no dirt of dust in the building after they are done … you could eat off it. Dale Pfeil: How many trucks are we talking about making deliveries?  David: Each truck delivers and takes one hour to load the railcar. Shawn: Yes, it takes 4 trucks to fill a railcar so its four hours per railcar. Maximum is 2 railcars filled in 8 hours by 8 trucks. Its 8 trucks a day. Doug: Yes, if all goes well and no breakage. Dale Pfeil: Will there be other shifts? David: No, why? Dick Specht: We need to know how much traffic it will cause. Dale Pfeil: Look, we are not trying to give anyone a hard time we just need to know what is going on where because people like to exaggerate, and rumors will start.  David: Ok I understand.  Dale: what do we call this? Doug: I believe it falls under a distribution facility … that is what we labeled the one Brian Bolus, Minuteman, wanted to do in the industrial park. Dale: but by definition the structure is to be 15,000 sq ft or larger. David: in Philly & New York they are all warehouses. Doug: I understand however for our Ordinance we decided to define each Use. Mark: Wait, the building is over 15,000 sq ft. Dale: Not per the plan we were given. Doug: Ah, the plan indicates it is 9,700 sq ft. Mark: its over 15. David: Lets look at the other plan Mike Hiller provided. Doug: This plan indicates it is 15,512 sq ft so we can call it a Distribution Facility Use.
Doug: David, will you amend your application to reflect requesting approval for a Trucking Terminal Conditional Use request and a Distribution Facility Conditional Use? David: Ok. Doug: I will do that and identify the structures used.

David: I also want a warehouse/distribution facility Conditional Use for the Solar panel people.

Virginia Feigles-Kaar: So, you have another? Can you tell us about this? Doug will add it to the agenda and amend the application. David: Good. I have a solar panel company that wants to lease the building behind the Bus parking. Building # 111. Dale: How much of it? David: All of it. They will truck the panels here, warehouse them, and will distribute from here to the customer. They will train their own people. There will be two or three employees there.

Mark: They will enter thru the 4th Street gate and drive in and back up to the docks. Dale: How many docks? Mark: Three. Dale so that’s like 24 trucks a day, right? Mr. McNeal: I work for ConAgra Distribution … well it’s called Ryder Logistics. We can unload a truck in one hour so in 8 hours you can unload 8 trucks per dock times 3 docks, so I believe that’s a real fair number. Dale: Thanks. David: That is all we are requesting. Tom Shaw: Your drivers will need to be aware that the joining streets between Lincoln & N. Front are posted with restrictions. At least most are. 
Virginia Feigles-Kaar: So, we have three Conditional Use requests before us. What do you all want to do?
14.  Decision on the proposal of Item # 12A: The Trucking Terminal request:
Motion by Dale Pfeil to recommend Borough Council approves the Trucking Terminal Conditional Use located and operated specifically at the said location with the conditions that this Use shall only include the said building or premises upon which light maintenance and servicing and storage for the school buses is allowed, and the supporting administration offices, but shall not include the repair of any bus or commercial vehicles, the dispensing of motor fuel or other petroleum products, the sale of accessories or equipment for motor vehicles, the storage of freight or cargo, overnight accommodations and/or restaurant facilities intended primarily to serve the needs of drivers or the motoring public, if approved by the proper Borough officials.          2nd by Charley Swartz              Motion passed unanimously.
15.  Decision on the proposal of Item # 12B: The Fly-Ash Distribution Facility request for the “north most pole barn  

       building”:
Motion by Dale Pfeil to recommend that Borough Council approves the Conditional Use request of a Distribution Facility for fly-ash transfer located and operated specifically at the said facility with the condition of the limit of 8 Trucks delivery per day.    2nd by Tom Shaw.                             Motion passed unanimously.
16.  Decision on the proposal of Item # 12C: The Solar-Panel Distribution Facility request for “building # 111”:

Motion by Dale Pfeil to recommend that Borough Council approves the Conditional Use request of a Distribution Facility for solar panel distribution located and operated specifically at the said facility with the condition of the limit of 24 Trucks delivery/shipping per day delivery/shipping.     2nd by Tom Shaw.
