MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
February 9, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Derr, Mr. Medina, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Mayor Aber, Assistant Fire Chief Whitenight, Attorney Benion, Chief Zettlemoyer, and Kevin Mertz. Mr. Moralez and Mr. Derr joined via zoom. Mr. Dale Pfeil and Doug Diehl were absent. 
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. John Pfeil, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved the minutes from the January 26, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager:  Mrs. Novinger had no report. 
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber informed Council that he has declared February 7 – 14 as Congenital Heart Defect Awareness Week in Milton under the terms of his first proclamation as Mayor. He explained that he was asked to sign the proclamation by a Milton resident, Stephanie Wise. Her 9-year-old son was born with this. Mayor Aber presented Ms. Wise and her 9-year-old daughter who attended the meeting with her, the Proclamation and small gift bags for the children. 
Report of the President of Council:  President Walker informed Council that he will be creating an ad-hoc committee to discuss the Milton Community Pool. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that Tahoe is here and is not upfitted yet. He also reported that he and the Borough Manager are working on parking regulations throughout the Borough and will be bringing suggestions to Council. President Walker asked for an update on the License Plate Readers. Chief responded that he and the Borough Manager have talked with the company and will be considering legal action in the near future. 
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that they continue to deal with snow removal as needed. They have also started removing some of the wreaths from the cemeteries. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Assistant Chief Arthur Whitenight reported stating that in January they responded to 25 calls for service and so far for February 4 calls with 149 manhours, one included a fire today in West Chillisquaque Township. The volunteer EMS staff had 44 calls for service and 4 in February. Micu 15 responded to 242 calls for service in January and 59 so far in February. 

Public Comments:  Terry Derr reported that Emergency Management did a Roles and Responsibility training last week.
Public Works and Cemeteries:   No report.

Public Safety:  


A.
On motion of Mr. Swartz, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved a request from


T.I.M.E. to close Elm Street at the area behind Marlin’s to South Front Street and utilize the Milton 


Fire Police for their 6th annual Beer Fest on June 11, 2022. Mrs. Meckley was opposed. 

General Government and Finance:  


A.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council accepted a letter of


resignation from the Milton Planning Commission from Stan Salwocki. President Walker asked


that the Borough write a letter of thanks to Mr. Salwocki. He also asked the Committee to research


a replacement for the Planning Commission.

B.
Regarding award of the bid for the Cemetery Storage Garage, Mrs. Novinger stated that she is waiting


to hear back from our insurance adjustor and would like to table this for the next meeting. 

C.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved providing


fire protection to East Chillisquaque Township and authorized the Borough Manager to execute an


agreement for a 1-year term. Mr. Moralez was opposed. 

D.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills 


from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the 


amount of $114,045.01. 


Mr. John Pfeil asked if there were any updates for the Strategic Plan. Ms. Fawess responded that there has not been further discussion as there are a lot of other issues at this time, but they are reviewing options. Mrs. Novinger stated that she does have a copy of plans from other municipalities to review and is waiting to hear back from others. 
Mrs. Meckley asked if there were any updates on Marsh Road. Mrs. Novinger stated that there have been logging issues and DEP is working on the permit process. She will continue to update Council as things progress. 
Nick Derr from Boy Scout Troup 605 asked if there were any updates on the feral cat situation. Mr. Swartz responded that Mr. Dale Pfeil has been researching this and will update Council at a future meeting. 
There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council adjourned at 7:26 p.m.
