March 24, 2021
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Shearer.  The following Councilpersons were present:  Mr. Walker, Mr. Shearer, Mrs. Meckley, Mr. Specht, Mr. John Pfeil, Ms. Fawess, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Moralez, Mr. Robol, and Mr. Swartz.  Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Chief Zettlemoyer, Sam Shaffer, Scott Derr, Joe Lupo, Doug Diehl, Attorney Benion, Mayor Nelson, and Kevin Mertz.  
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved the minutes from the March 10, 2021 Council meeting.  


Report of the Borough Manager:  Mrs. Novinger reported that Spring Brush Clean Up will begin on Monday, April 26th by ward.  
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Nelson had no report.

Report of the President of Council:  President Shearer had no report.  

Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer thanked Sam and the Public Works Department for their help in cleaning the basement and getting things to the landfill.  


Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported they have completed the three containers for recycling, and they are in service.  The rights-of-way are now complete.  The Department has been working on stormwater drainage issues in the 5th ward.  Spring clean-up will be the last week of April. 

Report of the Fire Chief:   Scott Derr reported that so far in March, the Department responded to 20 calls with 258.99 manhours.  He also reminded Council that their Annual Palm Sunday Dinner was coming soon, and it will be drive-through only.  

Public Comments:  No public comments.  

Highways and Protection to Persons and Property:  No report.

On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved a Land 


Development Plan for CSIU for a garage.  Mr. Robol and Mrs. Meckley abstained.

On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Walker and carried, Council approved a Lot 


Consolidation Plan for the 7th Day Adventist Church.  

C.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council approved a Subdivision


Plan for Joe Moralez.  Mr. Moralez abstained.   

D.
On motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved a Subdivision/


Lot Consolidation Plan for St. Joseph’s Roman Catholic Church.  

E.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Walker and carried, Council authorized the Borough


Manager to compose a letter of support for the T.I.M.E. Façade Grant Program Application.   

F.
After discussion by Council and the Borough Manager, on motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by 


Mr. Moralez and carried, Council voted to open the Community Pool for the 2021 Season and begin


the process of start-up and opening. 



Discussion was held on some of the issues with the operation of the pool.  Mrs. Novinger reported


that there is no way to fully predict the financial impact at this point as we have not had the circulation 


system up and running with the new repairs made in the skimmers and circulation pipes. It is


anticipated that with the repairs, the water loss should not be significantly worse than 2019.  If we 


find significant problems, we may need to shorten the season and memberships would be 


reimbursed on a pro-rated basis.  



Rob Jones from the Pool Committee thanked Council for their decision.  



Finance, Health and Sanitation

A. With regard to the Change Order #1 for the Marsh Road Project, Mrs. Meckley made a motion to approve this contingent that we reach out to see if there are additional grant sources to apply for the additional expenditures.  Mrs. Novinger explained that the change is necessary to complete further studies for threatened and endangered species.  We will need to conduct botanical surveys for three endangered or special concern plants, along the project corridor.  We will also need to complete a biological assessment for the spade-foot toad as outlined by the PA Fish & Boat Commission.   Mrs. Meckley rescinded her motion.  On motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved the Change Order #1 for the Marsh Road Project as outlined by Mrs. Novinger.  Mrs. Novinger will see if there are any additional funding sources/grants to assist with unexpected Change Orders.

B. On motion of Mrs. Meckley, seconded by Mr. Specht and carried, Council approved paying the bills from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool and Cemetery accounts in the amount of $148,618.01.  
At this time, 7:38 p.m., Council entered into an Executive Session regarding Police personnel.  Council reconvened at 7:46 p.m.
Mrs. Meckley made a motion to purchase the body cameras contingent upon hiring the part-time meter enforcement employee to off-set the cost of the purchase.  Motion died due to lack of second. 

On motion of Mrs. Meckley, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved purchasing body cameras for the Milton Police Department.

On motion of Mrs. Meckley, seconded by Mr. Walker and carried, Council approved hiring a part-time meter enforcement employee at the rate of $11 per hour.  

President Shearer reminded Council that as a governing body, it is important that we consider the taxpayers and not take any purchases lightly.  

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Moralez, seconded by Mr. Walker and carried, Council adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
