MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
March 9, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Derr, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Medina, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Doug Diehl, Mayor Aber, Attorney Wiley, Chief Zettlemoyer, and Kevin Mertz. Assistant Fire Chief Whitenight was absent. Mr. Moralez joined via zoom. 
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. John Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the February 23, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager:  Mrs. Novinger introduced our new Solicitor J. Michael Wiley to Council. 
Next, Mrs. Novinger asked for Council’s consideration to allow her to apply to the DCED Local Share Account grant fund for two separate projects:   The first grant is for Litter Receptacles throughout the Borough to purchase 21 litter receptacles with bonnet tops to be placed throughout the downtown business district and all of the Borough’s public parks for a total cost of $45,835.13. The second is for Department of Public Works Equipment to  purchase a new CAT 420EX Backhoe and a new Versalift 35’ Bucket Truck at a total cost of $265,245.00. She stated that there is a $100 application fee due to DCED at the time of application but there is no match requirement for these projects. On motion of Mr. John Pfeil, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved this request. 

Mrs. Novinger informed Council that she participated in the PSAB webinar on ARPA funding reporting and the new FINAL RULE that will take effect April 1, 2022. The Borough will complete its first report by April 30, 2022, and funding can then be reallocated for the purchase of the Fire Engine. 


Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber reported that he attended the taser training last week and it was very well organized. He also attended the openings of the two new businesses downtown and urged everyone to support them. 
Report of the President of Council:  President Walker thanked everyone on the Pool Committee as well as the community for their help in determining the future of the community pool. 
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that the new truck has arrived and is in service. They are working on rights-of-way, cutting trees, and will be cleaning out cemeteries. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that the taser training went well and all officers were recertified. They also had several trainings with watchguard this week. They hope to get the new car soon. He also reported that they had another possible overdose death last week in the Borough. 

Report of the Fire Chief:   Assistant Chief Arthur Whitenight was absent. President Walker gave his report stating that in March they have responded to 5 calls for service. The volunteer EMS staff had 7 calls for service in March. Micu 15 responded to 58 calls for service so far in March. 

Public Comments:  Nicole Will, owner of The Two Owls on Broadway and a member of the Downtown Milton Merchants Association, thanked Mrs. Novinger for her work on the grant for the trash cans for the downtown area. Steve Gibson, owner of the Art Academy downtown, also thanked Mrs. Novinger and Council for their efforts with the trash cans. 
Public Works and Cemeteries:   No report.

Public Safety:  


A.
On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved a request from


the Milton Fire Department to hold their 29th Palm Sunday Ham Dinner on March 28, 2022, and the 


associated activities from 11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. Mayor Aber also authorized suspending the 


“no parking” regulations on Ridge Avenue to allow parking for the event. 

B.
The request from The Salvation Army to hold a block party on June 11, 2022, was tabled so that we 


can inform them it is the same day as the already approved Beer Fest held by T.I.M.E. 

General Government and Finance:  


A.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council adopted Resolution #22-01


approving the emergency purchase of a police vehicle as outlined by Attorney Wiley.

B.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council adopted Resolution #22-02


approving a Statewide Local Share Assessment Grant to be used for litter receptacles throughout the


Borough.

C.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council adopted Resolution #22-03


approving a Statewide Local Share Assessment Grant to be used for a bucket truck and backhoe.

D.
Mr. John Pfeil gave an update from the recent meeting of the Pool Committee. The committee 


is recommending that we not open the Community Pool this summer because of all of the disrepair.


On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley to not open the pool this summer, a roll-call


vote was held with the following results:  Mr. Robol – yes; Mrs. Meckley – yes; Ms. Fawess – yes; 


Mr. Medina – yes; Mr. Derr – yes; Mr. John Pfeil – yes; Mr. Walker – yes; Mr. Dale Pfeil – yes; 


Mr. Swarts – yes; Mr. Moralez – no.  The motion to not open the community pool this year was carried.



President Walker then asked the Committee to continue to meet regarding the future of the pool, 


whether we repair the existing pool, build a new pool, or find another use for the facility. He asked that


the committee report back to Council monthly. 



Mrs. Meckley made a motion to move forward with updating the Feasibility Study for the community 


pool. Mr. John Pfeil feels there needs to be more discussion from the committee before investing in 


this. Mrs. Novinger does not recommend this and would like to see if the community wants a pool.  


This motion died due to a lack of a second. 

D.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills 


from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the 


amount of $193,425.82. 

President Walker asked Chief Zettlemoyer about the License Plate Readers and if there have been any updates. Mrs. Novinger responded that she will be discussing this with Attorney Wiley for further guidance. 

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council adjourned at 7:33 p.m.
