April 28, 2021
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Shearer.  The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mr. Walker, Mr. Shearer, Mrs. Meckley, Mr. Moralez, Mr. Specht, Mr. John Pfeil, Ms. Fawess, Mr. Dale Pfeil, 
Mr. Robol, and Mr. Swartz.  Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Chief Zettlemoyer, Sam Shaffer, Scott Derr, Attorney Benion, Mayor Nelson, and Kevin Mertz.  D’Arcy Sampsell, Andrea McNeil, Tom Aber, and Rich Neilson were present from the public.  Darrell Sampsell, Jeanne Brown, Holly Barrella, Kathy Rowe, Andrew McNeal, Cora Long, Julie Panikkar, Elaine Ulrich, Rod Kerstetter, Dave Rowe, Laura Spangler, and Joe Lupo joined via zoom. .  
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved the minutes from the April 14, 2021 Council meeting.  


Report of the Borough Manager:  Mrs. Novinger reported that the Milton Area School District has reached out and is requesting an exception to the Borough’s noise ordinance for construction purposes May through August 2021.  The exception would be to allow construction to begin at 6:00 a.m., an hour earlier than permitted in the current noise ordinance.  The primary reason for this being the pouring of concrete goes smoother in cooler weather.  They are also asking Council to consider waiving the $25/per day fee for this exception.  On motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved this request as outlined.  Mrs. Meckley was opposed. 

Mrs. Novinger reminded Council that we are hiring seasonal summer staff for the pool.  Lifeguards, front desk, and concession stand positions are available.  Job applications are available on the website www.miltonpa.org  via e-mail or can be picked up at the Borough Office. 

Next, she stated that the Milton Public Library has requested a letter of support for two separate grant applications to pursue its Milton Library Facility Improvement Project; the scope of the project includes installing a solar panel array system on Library property.  The first grant application is for the Charles B. Degenstein Foundation specifically, the 1994 Charles B. Degenstein Foundation Grant and the second grant is the Keystone Recreation, Park and Conservation Fund, Grants for Public Library Facilities.  The library will be requesting equal funding of both grants in the amount of $89,662 respectively, for a total project cost of $179,324. This is simply a letter of support. There is no financial commitment.  She asked for Council’s permission to write this letter of support.  On motion of Mrs. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved this request as outlined by Mrs. Novinger.  

Mr. John Pfeil asked Mrs. Novinger where we stand with the Parking Meter Attendant.  She responded that she met with someone and hopes to have him begin training in the next couple of weeks.
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Nelson stated  that he has seen many homeowners cleaning up their yards and property and thanked them for that.

Report of the President of Council:  President Shearer had no report.  

Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that they did the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) Drug Takeback and received 53 pounds of drugs.  He then asked for Council’s permission to meet with the Civil Service to compile a list of eligible candidates to participate in testing for entry level police officers.  On motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved this request.  

Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that brush pick up is going well.  They will finish the entire Borough this week.  The Department continues to do work at the Community Pool.  

Report of the Fire Chief:   Scott Derr reported that so far for April, the Department responded to 33 calls with 405.58 manhours.  The Fire Department will enhance their water rescue for this summer.  

Public Comments:  Richard Neilson addressed Council inviting Council, the Mayor, and the Public Works Director to his son Dane’s Eagle Scout Court of Honor on May 15th at the St. Andrew’s United Methodist Church at 2:00 p.m.  Shelly Sandstrom will e-mail the invitation to Council.  

Next, Andrew McNeal asked Council not to allow any further tennis courts in Brown Avenue Park to be lined for pickleball.  He stated that the courts are utilized by the Milton Area High School tennis team and according to the U.S. Tennis Association guidelines, tennis courts cannot be used for official matches if lines for other sports are painted on them.  He stated that this could impact the future of tennis in the Borough.  D’arcy Sampsell, President of the Pickleball Club attended the meeting and told Council that the club consulted with the School’s Athletic Director to make sure painting the lines on the selected courts would not hamper the school’s use of the courts.  She also stated that the club works well with the school district and there have been no problems.  After further discussion, President Shearer responded that Council stands by their decision to allow the Pickleball Club to proceed as was approved at the previous meeting with the selected courts.    

Highways and Protection to Persons and Property:

the Borough of Watsontown to utilize the Milton Fire Police for their Fireman’s Carnival Parade on


Saturday, June 19th.  

General Government and Recreation:  No report.


Finance, Health and Sanitation

A. On motion of Mrs. Meckley, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council approved paying the bills from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the amount of $169,825.94.  
Mr. Moralez stated that he has had some inquiries about having trash cans in the downtown district.  Mrs. Novinger responded that historically, there are issues with people throwing their personal garbage in them.  Mr. Shaffer stated that it is consistently done in the municipal parking lot.  Mr. Moralez asked if businesses could do it on their own or if we could look into this.  Mrs. Novinger responded that the business would have to dispose of their own garbage and would have to have some type of secure container for the garbage.  
There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Walker, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council adjourned at 7:41 p.m.
