The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Derr, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Medina, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Mayor Aber, Attorney Wiley, Chief Zettlemoyer, Deputy Fire Chief Joe Lupo, and Matt Stulberg from the Standard-Journal. Mr. Moralez joined via zoom.
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. John Pfeil, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved the minutes from the May 25, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger reported that the pole building materials for the cemetery garage will be delivered next Thursday morning (June 16th). She doesn’t have an exact start date yet for construction, but Dutchman should be able to start construction the following week (June 20th). Again, the construction is only anticipated to take two (2) days. 

She and Sam Shaffer met with Barry Garverick this morning to discuss the use of Liquid Fuels to pave alleys, while using in-house labor. Barry approved our project using “Local Forces” (in-house labor). 

The goal is to complete the following alleys: 

Limestone Alley (Center to Elm)

Hartzel Alley (Maple to Ridge)

Alley at Grandview Cemetery West to Brown Avenue
Alley at Grandview Cemetery West of Brown Avenue to dead end

Alley at Pine St South to Penn Street
Alley at Pine Street South (Penn to Mahoning)

Mill Alley (Apple to Lower Market; Lower Market to Sugar Alley)

Starrett Street
Alley at Earl Traver’s Apartments to old railroad tracks 

Next, Mrs. Novinger asked for Council’s consideration to allow her to attend the PSAB Municipal Legal Update Program on July 27 & 28 in Harrisburg. The cost of this 2-day program is $205.00 for PSAB Plus members. It is also estimated to be 144 miles round trip. She is requesting the IRS milage reimbursement rate ($.585) for this travel at a not to exceed cost of $84.24. Total cost of the 2-day program including travel not to exceed $289.24. (Hotel room $116.00+ tax per night). On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved this request as outlined by Mrs. Novinger. 
Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber reported that he is issuing a Proclamation recognizing June as Pride Month within the Borough of Milton. President Walker read the Proclamation and Mayor Aber presented it to Kristine Rosancrans, Victoria Rosancrans, and Gwen Bobbie, representing Pride of the Susquehanna Valley.

Report of the President of Council:  President Walker had no report.
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that the Tahoe is back, but the computers are not here yet. The Department worked with the school to do an ALICE training. He and the Borough Manager continue to work on the Social Worker with Linda Sterling from SEDA-COG. Traffic control continues.

Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that line painting is nearly complete. They have been working on stormwater issues and will begin paving alleys soon. Mowing continues. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Deputy Chief Lupo reported that in June so far, the Fire Department has responded to 10 calls and the Micu has 55. He also reported that new memberships are decreasing. 
Public Comments:  There were no public comments. 

Public Works and Cemeteries:   No report, but Mr. John Pfeil updated Council that the Community Pool Committee will be meeting tomorrow at 9:00 a.m.
