MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
July 13, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mrs. Meckley, Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Derr, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Medina, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Doug Diehl, Mayor Aber, Attorney Wiley, and Matt Stulberg from the Standard-Journal. Mr. Moralez joined via zoom. Chief Zettlemoyer and Deputy Fire Chief Joe Lupo were absent.
Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the June 22, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger asked for Council’s consideration to allow her to apply for this year’s safety grant through the Keystone Municipal Insurance Trust (KMIT). There is no match requirement by the Borough. She will be asking for $1,900.00 to purchase a quick attach grappling hook attachment for the Kioti tractor to allow for curbside brush piles to be picked up by equipment rather than manually. It will also assist with picking up downed trees and help avoid back injuries. She will also be asking for $88.95 for a new harness for the bucket truck. She will also ask for upgraded PPE (protective eyewear and gloves), as well as slip resistant footwear (i.e. YakTrax) to help reduce slips and falls. The total cost of all items will be $2,500.00 which is the maximum grant award per member. Grant applications are due August 1, 2022, and will be announced October 1, 2022. On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved this request as outlined. 
Next, she reported that the new cemetery garage contracted work by Dutchman should be complete today. The garage doors were being installed this morning. The Department of Public Works will still have to do some additional grading work and pour the concrete floor of the garage. 

She also asked to remind residents that there are to be no alcoholic beverages or smoking (including vaping) in any of the Borough’s Parks.

Mrs. Novinger reminded Council that she will not be attending the upcoming Council Meeting on Wednesday, July 27th as she will be attending the PSAB Legal Update conference in Harrisburg. Also, effective July 1, 2022, the IRS mileage rate increased from $0.585 to $0.625. This means that it will now cost $90.00 vs $84.24 for travel reimbursement. On motion of Mrs. Meckley, seconded by Ms. Fawess and carried, Council approved this increase for travel reimbursement. 

Report of the Mayor:  President Walker read Mayor Aber’s report stating that he attended the Reflections of Agnes movie which was well attended. Mayor Aber also attended the CSVT ribbon cutting which was also well attended. 

Report of the President of Council:  President Walker informed Council that he has asked the Borough Manager to look into cameras throughout the parks and to research allowing dogs in our parks as there have been many issues with this recently. 
Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer was absent. Officer Engelman stated that he had no report, and the Chief would be available next week.

Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported that are currently not mowing due to the dry conditions. They continue with paving projects. The street sweeper is back in service. The Department is trimming branches this week as well. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   Deputy Chief Lupo was absent, therefore, President Walker reported that in June, the Fire Department responded to 35 calls and 16 so far in July including a structure fire at the Milton American Legion on Sunday; the Micu has had 94 calls in July. 
Public Comments:  There were no public comments. 

Public Works and Cemeteries:   Mr. John Pfeil informed Council that the Pool Committee will be doing a survey that will be in the Standard-Journal. He will update Council on the survey results. 

Public Safety:

On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Swartz and carried, Council approved a request from the 


Harvest Festival Committee to hold their 2022 events. 

General Government and Finance:  


A.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Derr and carried, Council approved the removal of


architectural barriers on South Turbot Avenue as the 2022 CDBG Project as recommended by


Mrs. Novinger.

B.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved rescinding the


bid award for the engineering of the demolition at 332 Beaver Street due to a significant change in


the scope of work.

C.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved the canopy 


design for the rail car owned by the Milton Historical Society. This approval is contingent on the 


Historical Society agreeing to be responsible for any maintenance to the canopy itself, providing


proof of insurance, and signing an updated agreement with the Borough. 

D.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved Land 


Development Plans as submitted by Marsh Road Real Estate for Warehouse - South. 

E.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council authorized the Borough


Manager to apply for a Multi-Modal Grant for Marsh Road as outlined by Mrs. Novinger.

F.
On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council approved paying the bills 


from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the 


amount of $122,846.30. 

Ms. Fawess reported that the Borough Manager has sent her a copy for review on the animal ordinance. The committee will be meeting to amend the ordinance and will report back to Council. 

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mrs. Meckley and carried, Council adjourned at 7:29 p.m.
