MILTON BOROUGH COUNCIL 
(Hybrid Meeting)
September 28, 2022
7:00 p.m.
The meeting was called to order by President Walker. The following Councilpersons were present:  
Mr. John Pfeil, Mr. Walker, Mr. Powell, Mr. Dale Pfeil, Mr. Robol, Ms. Fawess, Mr. Moralez, and Mr. Swartz. Also in attendance were Jess Novinger, Shelly Sandstrom, Sam Shaffer, Chief Zettlemoyer, Mayor Aber, and Attorney Wiley. Mrs. Meckley and Mr. Diehl were absent. Mr. Derr and Deputy Fire Chief Joe Lupo joined via zoom.
Minutes:  On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved the minutes from the September 14, 2022, Council meeting. 

Report of the Borough Manager: Mrs. Novinger informed Council that the demolition of 332 Beaver Street is complete. The lot is leveled and seeded. 

She then stated that the 1992 Grumman sold for $6,800.00 on Municibid. 

PennDOT cameraed a stormwater pipe yesterday, as it was thought to be the reason that the road surface has been slowly sinking on Arch Street near the intersection of Broadway (right hand turn lane). The pipe was determined to be intact and clear of debris. She will continue to work with PennDOT to resolve this concern. 

We received notice of our estimated Liquid Fuels allocation for 2023. It is $190,921.06. For this year (2022) we received $198,164.94. ($7,243.88 less) In 2021, we received $212,939.07. ($22,018.01 less than two years ago). 

Mrs. Novinger informed Council that Borough-wide brush pick up will be the week of October 10 – 14th by ward. 

Report of the Mayor:  Mayor Aber reported that trick-or-treating will be on Monday, October 31, 2022, from 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. in the Borough. He reminded everyone to be careful of the children on Halloween.

Report of the President of Council:  President Walker informed Council that on September 21st, Attorney Lin Davis passed away. He will be missed by the community for his many services as Solicitor to the Borough’s Zoning Board and the Milton Regional Sewer Authority. 

Next, President Walker stated that he, the Borough Manager, and TeaJay Aikey from the Central PA Chamber met with Mr. Milton LLC, and he has withdrawn his Conditional Use Application and will be resubmitted a revised application to be presented to the Planning Commission and Borough Council. 

Report of Chief of Police:  Chief Zettlemoyer reported that the Harvest Festival went well and was very busy for the department. He has reached out to the Milton Rotary and suggested that the bike race begin at a different location rather than the Borough Offices as it makes it difficult for the Police Department to come in or leave the parking lot in an emergency situation. 
Next Chief Zettlemoyer stated that the department will be participating in the Christmas program again this year and said that the Borough office will participate as well. The Police Department will also be participating with the school in their Trunk or Treat Program. 

President Walker informed Council that he met with Mrs. Novinger and Mrs. Sandstrom about the Borough participating in the Christmas and he feels it is important to help the residents in our community. He asked any Council members that would be interested to reach out to the Borough office. 
Report of Public Works Director:  Sam Shaffer reported the department has gone through and cleared rights-of-way throughout the borough. They have cleaned out and removed shrubs and debris from the cemeteries. They will be starting on dirt alleys in areas that need to be patched. The demolition of the concession stand at Veterans field is complete. The paving is complete and seal coated. 
Report of the Fire Chief:   President Walker read the report due Deputy Chief Lupo being absent. The Fire Department responded to 17 calls and the Micu has had 188 calls this month. He also reported that all 3 victims of the Myrtle Street fire have been released and are recovering. 
Public Comments:  Valerie Forsha, 118 Briar Cliff Court, addressed Council asking what the status is of the trash cans for the downtown. Mrs. Novinger responded that this was a State Grant, and she has been informed that the applications will be reviewed in November. Ms. Forsha also asked if anything could be done about high grass and weeds at some of the vacant buildings along the roadways. Mrs. Novinger responded that the Code Enforcement Officer has been working with the property owners and if they are paying the fines there is not much more we can do about it at this time. We are in the process of revising this. 

Public Works and Cemeteries:   Mr. John Pfeil had no report.
Public Safety:

On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved a request from


the Salvation Army to use Lincoln Park for their 2022 Kettle Kickoff on November 18, 2022, from


10:30 a.m. – 1:30 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Swartz and carried, Council approved a request from 


the Borough of Danville to utilize the Milton Fire Police for their Halloween Parade on October 27, 2022.

C.
On motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council approved Noah Wilson as


a trainee driver for the Milton Fire Department. 

General Government and Finance:  

A. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council adopted Resolution #22-09
to rescind two handicap parking spaces:  one on Hepburn Street and one on Center Street.
B. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. John Pfeil and carried, Council adopted Resolution 
#22-10 designating Edward Jones as a depository of borough funds for the Borough of Milton.

C. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council accepted the resignation
of James A. Sanders as the Borough’s Sewage Enforcement Officer. 

D. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council authorized Solicitor Wiley
to prepare and advertise changes to the penalties or fines in the Vehicle and Traffic Ordinance. 

E. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council authorized Solicitor Wiley to prepare and advertise changes to the Parks & Recreation Ordinance. Mrs. Novinger stated that we are changing the time to use the park from dawn to dusk with only the exception of an event utilizing the Usage Agreement. The current time for the parks to close is 11:00 p.m.

F. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council awarded the bid for the Milton Curb Cut Project to LTT Trucking, LLC for $49,635.00 contingent upon SEDA-COG’s review and CDBG compliance. 
G. On motion of Ms. Fawess, seconded by Mr. Dale Pfeil and carried, Council approved paying the bills from General Fund, Reserve, Payroll, Community Pool, Liquid Fuels, and Cemetery accounts in the amount of $138,272.35. 


President Walker thanked Chief Zettlemoyer and his officers for patrolling Brown Avenue and identifying those driving too fast in the park.

Mr. Moralez asked if there were any updates on cameras in the parks. Mr. Dale Pfeil responded that he is still researching this and will have an update soon.

There being no further questions or business, on motion of Mr. Dale Pfeil, seconded by Mr. Moralez and carried, Council adjourned at 7:26 p.m.
