1. that the use is so designed, located, and proposed to be operated that the public health,  

   safety, welfare, and convenience will be protected;

2. that the use will not cause substantial injury to the value of other property in the 
   neighborhood where the use is to be located;

3. that the use will be compatible with adjoining development and the proposed character of the 
   zoning district where it is to be located;

4. that adequate landscaping and screening is provided as required herein;

5. that adequate off-street parking and loading is provided, and ingress and egress is designed 
                                to cause minimum interference with traffic on abutting streets; and,

6. that the use conforms with all applicable regulations governing the district where it is to be  

   located, except as may otherwise be determined for large-scale developments.

              In approving a Special Exception, the Zoning Hearing Board may attach whatever reasonable conditions and safeguards it deems necessary in order to ensure that the proposed development is consistent with the purposes of this Ordinance.
