       9.    NEW BUSINESS: PC-2024-01
A requested review of the Act 537 Plan Update from the Milton Regional Sewer Authority (MRSA). 
This update is recommending the construction of the East End Regionalization Project to provide sewer service to the East Chillisquaque Township area by abandoning the Potts Grove wastewater treatment plant and connecting to MRSA. Also, this plan update includes connecting the Turbot Township areas of Mahoning Manor and Boiardi Lane / Pleasant Valley Village. 
It is to be noted that this plan update includes the connection of two Milton Borough properties existing at the west end of the Mahoning Manor area. These two Milton Borough properties, 790 & 793 Skyview Drive, exist with on-site private sewer systems that are failing. Because of the addition of the two said Milton Borough properties, these non-complying on-site sewer systems will be corrected by connection. Milton Borough has Ordinance # 1064 that requires the property to be connected to the public sewer system if within 300’ of the main. These two said Milton Borough properties will also comply with Ordinance # 1064 after being connected to the MRSA System.
              Planning Commission questions: 

Doug Diehl started with a brief presentation of the said project.
              Dale Pfeil and Charles Swartz both gave their understanding of the said project too.
              Richard Specht stated that he knew a project like this would be coming.

              Doug Diehl explained that all the municipalities that are a part of the Act 537 Plan must adopt the amendment. If one 

              municipality does not adopt this amended Act 537 Plan then the project is dead, and the grant funding is lost. That will leave a 
              large number of Residents from several municipalities, including the two from our Borough, with the responsibility of correcting 
              their non-compliant private on-site sewage systems by themselves. DEP will demand the failing systems to be corrected,  

              knowing the failure rates, however most of the residents could not afford replacement expenses of the on-site systems, and 
              the fact that most of the systems could not be replaced due to the small lot sizes and failure of perk tests for sand mound 

              systems or even hybrid systems. 

Virginia asked if holding tanks would be allowed if mandatory pumping annually.


Doug said he did not know that information but thought it wasn’t permissible anymore. 



Dale and Charlie added some insight as to why this project must be done and agreed with what Doug had explained.
              James Baldwin said he agreed that the Borough must adopt the plan for the sake of all the residents.


Virginia agreed.
