8. NEW BUSINESS: PC-2025-03
Please review and make a decision to either recommend approval by Borough Council or for Borough Council to deny the following:

The applicant, Don Delsite, Jr., is asking for a Zoning Conditional Use (Article 4 Section 402, Article 11 Section 1101) in order to operate a Daycare Use on the 1st floor of 12 & 14 South Front Street in Milton PA, 17847..

Discussion: Gini Kaar reads the description of the request and identifies Don Delsite. She asks him to describe his proposal.
Don Delsite states that he purchased the Robinwood Daycare and the materials and equipment. Carpet Man, the current location’s building owner is taking over the Daycare space and has given them until September 2025 to vacate the property. Don wanted to purchase the Daycare to continue quality Daycare services and also ensure the Daycare employees have the ability to keep their jobs.

Gini asks Don if he has ever operated a Daycare prior to this. 

Don replied that he has not but his girlfriend Jenn Noll has worked their many years and has no problem operating it.

Gini asked Don if he owned the property. 

Don stated that he was purchasing it and the Conditional Use approval is part of the conditions.

Gini asked Doug Diehl why the YMCA was allowed.

Doug stated that his predecessor did it and it may have been part of a variance but there is no record. It existed prior to my hire.

Currently it is not a Permitted Use, nor is the Daycare Use allotted for as a Special Exception or Conditional Use therefore per Zoning Article 4 the applicant has to go to the Borough Council to seek an Conditional Use approval.
Gini asks if the Borough then has to change the ordinance?

Doug replied that the Borough does not have to change the Zoning Ordinance Uses Table for the CBD 1 a Conditional Use approval gives it the right to exist as a “Legal Non-Conforming Use”.

Dale asked Don about the interior work estimate as he only included the fence fee.
Don stated that he has only seen a little of the interior and really doesn’t know all that he has to repair but he has no choice if he wants the Daycare. He has already accepted that fact.

Dale asked Don about his plans for locks, security, etc.

Don stated that he knows he has to meet or exceed the PA State requirements and that he has already spoken with the State on required upcoming inspections. Don said the State promised to work with them.

Gini asked if there was a need for another Daycare …. Everyone chimed in and stated that there are long waiting lists at all existing facilities, so YES!!

Eric asked Don if there would be an issue with the State since the property is so close to the river?

Don responded that where it is located now is just as close to the river and there are no issues.
Eric asked if there were any issues with the fence being in the floodplain.

James added that it would have to let water flow through it.

Doug stated that James was correct and that a chain link would meet the requirements.

Don added that he would like at least 4 foot high and 6 foot high along South Front Street to keep pedestrians away from the children.

Gini wished Don and the Staff the very best with their project.

Gini said that she would entertain a motion to recommend that the Borough Council approves the Conditional Use request and supporting documents as submitted.
